Every Child Matters (ECM) outcomes Explained

When we ask ‘which of the 5 outcomes will be met by your project’ we want to know which of the following categories your piece of work may help young people with:
If it helps you can remember the categories as S-H-E-E-P!
 BE SAFE 
This outcome is about being safe from maltreatment, neglect, violence and sexual exploitation, accidental injury and death, bullying and discrimination, crime and anti-social behaviour in and out of school and being secure, stable and well cared for.

E.g. anti-bullying project, personal safety project, project to create a safe place to meet, girl’s empowerment project, first aid course etc…

 BE HEALTHY 
This outcome relates to physical, sexual, mental and emotional health, the promotion of healthy lifestyles and encouragement not to take illegal drugs.

E.g. accredited sexual health project, sports tournaments, gym sessions, healthy cooking project, team building residential, peer mentoring or ‘buddying’ projects etc…

ENJOY & ACHIEVE 

This is about being ready for school, learning or work, attending and enjoying this, achieving personal and social development, enjoying leisure and recreation and achieving accredited outcomes.
E.g. Homework clubs, DJing project, visual art/drama project, educational day trip or residential, event celebrating different cultures, organising a youth festival, creative writing or fashion project, sports equipment etc…

ACHIEVE ECONOMIC WELLBEING
This is about engaging in further education, employment or training on leaving school, being ready for employment, able to live independently in a decent home, having access to transport and material goods and improve skills for employment.
E.g. Job search and homework clubs, IT based courses, career guidance project, budgeting/managing money project, vocational courses e.g. sports coaching, babysitting course, music production etc…

MAKE A POSITIVE CONTRIBUTION 
This is about engaging in decision making, supporting the local community and environment, engaging in law abiding and positive behaviour in and out of school, developing positive relationships, choosing not to bully and discriminate, developing self confidence, successfully dealing with significant life changes and challenges and developing enterprising behaviour,
E.g. Project to make your local area better, environmental project, project to grow your own fruit and veg, meeting with community groups you would not normally meet with, anti-bullying or anti-racism projects, music/drama performances for your local community.
